·  165 children and 180 family members were supported through Child Abuse Investigation Support Program averaging between 2.5 and 3 

hours per interview. 
·  There were 216 phone consultations with, or on behalf of adults with a history of child abuse and of those calls 99 adults interviewed for 

intake and assessment and 37chose to participate in the adult 15 week group program while 45 chose to be assigned a Mentor. Mentors 
alone put in a total of 7020 hours with our program participants  

·  29 volunteers participated in Mentor Training and  19 volunteers participated in Facilitator Training 
·  247 police officers and 130 child welfare workers chose The Gatehouse investigation site and staff support  to conduct child abuse 

interviews with children and family members representing 75% of Toronto police divisions 
·  A total of 1130  victims, adult program participants and professionals were supported or served by The Gatehouse during 2007   
·  Over 235 active volunteers donating their time maintaining the site, governance, fundraising, mentoring and providing admin support to 

staff, event planning, cookie making and program development.  

rogress:  
The Gatehouse Adult Support Network™ (GASN):  
·  90% of participants who access the GASN program stayed to complete the entirety of the program 
·  100% of those accessing the program felt it was highly successful and they made significant life changes as a result of their participation 
·  75% of our adult participants stay after the completion of the program and segue into a volunteer role including supporting another on 

their healing journey or in more general terms such as maintenance or cookie baking.  
The Gatehouse Youth Support Program (GYSN):  
·  In December we partnered with 22 Division in a pilot mentoring program for teens and we are excited to be able to support these young 

people.  
Child Advocacy Centre Development:  
·  A Child and Youth Advocacy Centre project is underway downtown with participating agencies looking at how to develop this central site 

for child abuse investigation coordination. Our Executive sits on this committee and we are pleased to be supportive of any project that 
aids all investigation sites in the city to do our job better and more cohesively with police and child welfare investigators.  

Our Strategic Plan: 
·  While we are on hold regarding Scarborough we The Gatehouse has spent the past year reviewing our fundraising strategies, our 

marketing and our communications. And after consultation with the wider Gatehouse community we embarked in September 2007 on a 
new strategic plan to bridge these gaps and enhance the present Gatehouse investigation building with offices for investigation teams, 
while we develop the resources for an  extension “Coach House” to house administration, volunteers, fundraising and our mentor training 
program. 

    xcellence:  
·  An Ontario Victims Services Secretariat has allowed us to offer training to Northern Ontario agency professionals and community leaders 

in the Spring  
·  Discussions began with Interested agencies from The Peel and Kiwartha regions regarding The gatehouse training of agency staff in our 

“Enhancing Resilience” – The Gatehouse trademarked program for building a network of volunteer community- based mentor supports 
for adults who have experienced childhood abuse.  

·  The Cornwall Public Inquiry –our Executive Director Janet Handy, was appointed in July 2006 to The Advisory Panel of Commissioner 
Normand Claude to lend her expertise to the healing and reconciliation Phase 2 of the Inquiry. Her work there will likely continue to the 
end of 2008. 

wareness:  
·  October is National Prevention & Awareness month in Canada. An awareness and 

outreach project was undertaken for the reading of Mia’s Secret in schools, enabling 
children to ask questions and to create an opportunity to have open communication about 
child abuse that was specific to the age group.  

·  Over 80% of police divisions were visited by our Investigation Support Coordinator to 
educate investigators about our services and to express our appreciation for the difficult 
work they undertake in the Investigation of child abuse. 

    nowledge: 
·  Our Education and Training Program began in Cornwall Ontario with an Inquiry Research 

grant to train and study mentorship matches for those survivors connected with the 
Cornwall Public Inquiry. 100% of  those who accessed the program report feeling 
supported and a heightened sense of resilience 

·  Did you know that 1 in 4 children will be sexually abused before their 18th birthday?  
·  Did you know that The Gatehouse spends on average $455 per child to come to the house 

and $1225 per adult? 
·  Did you know that Canadians pay close to 16 billion dollars per year in various costs
